There are no practice test papers provided for these assessments.

Instructions at the bottom of page inform you:

. if you can continue to the next page;
. when you have reached the end of a section;
. when you must wait for further instructions.

Times for each section are provided on each example page.
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=2 The testing process

There are two papers, each administered in under an hour.

Instructions are provided by a prepared audio soundtrack.

Before the assessment begins, you are asked to check your personal details on the front
cover and check that the booklet is complete.

There is no separate answer sheet. Answers are written on the booklet.

Each assessment is made up of several individually timed sections.

There are examples describing how to answer the questions at the start of each section.
The candidates can refer back to the examples page as often as they wish.

Before each section starts, the candidate will be told the time available for the section and
the number of questions to complete in that time.

Candidates should attempt as many questions as they can.

They should move onto the next question until they reach the end of the section.

If there is time left at the end of a section, they should go back and check their work and
answer any questions they have missed, but within that section only.
